University of New York (SUNY) system. This relationship with SUNY provides SUNY  
Schenectady graduates who have earned an A.A. or A.S. degree guaranteed admission  
to a SUNY four-year college. The College also has transfer agreements with more than  
50 other colleges and universities. SUNY Schenectady graduates have transferred to 
schools all over the country.

Affordability – The national average for annual, in-state tuition at four-year public  
colleges is $9,970.* Our tuition is $4,176. That’s a cost savings of more than 50 percent  
for your first two years toward a bachelor’s degree.
